Mortality

® The in-hospital mortality rate was 2.1%.
® Patients aged 85 and older had the highest mortality rate at 15.0%.

® Black (non-Hispanic) patients had a mortality rate of 3.5%. White (non-Hispanic) and Hispanic patients had
mortality rates of 1.9% and 1.5%, respectively.

Readmission

® 3.5% of patients were readmitted to an acute care hospital within 7 days, 9.6% were readmitted within 30
days, and 13.1% were readmitted within 90 days.

® Black (non-Hispanic) patients had the highest 30-day readmission rate at 12.4%. Hispanic and White (non-
Hispanic) patients had 30-day readmission rates of 10.0% and 9.4%, respectively.
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Postoperative Length of Stay

® |n CY 2020-2021, patients stayed in the hospital an average of 6.7 days following a SAVR procedure.

e 3.1% of patients experienced an extended postoperative length of stay; that is, after accounting for patient
risk, they stayed in the hospital longer than expected. The average postoperative stay for these patients was

25.6 days.

Medicare Payments

® The average Medicare fee-for-service payment for hospitalizations in CY 2020-2021 was $49,523.

® The average Medicare fee-for-service payment for hospitalizations with an extended postoperative length of
stay was $101,719.
