Total Knee Replacement

Number of Cases by Quarter
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Q4-2019 through Q3-2020 inpatient and all outpatient data are displayed
for trending purposes only and are not included in the report analyses.
Q2-2020 data was impacted by the COVID-19 pandemic.

This report examines the 20,329 inpatient
hospitalizations for total knee replacement surgery
performed in Pennsylvania acute care hospitals from
October 1, 2020 through September 30, 2021.

Of these hospitalizations, 17,986 cases, after exclusions,
were examined in the Hospital Results section of this
report in determining statewide rates of complications
and postoperative length of stay.

The total number of inpatient knee replacements
decreased 53.1% between Q4-2019 and Q3-2021,
reflecting a shift in the location where these procedures
are performed, from the inpatient to outpatient setting.
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Complications

® 1.5% of patients who underwent a total knee replacement had an in-hospital complication or were
readmitted to an acute care hospital for a complication within 7, 30, or 90 days of discharge depending on the

complication.

® At 3.3%, patients age 85 and older had a complication rate that was statistically higher than the rest of the

state.

Postoperative Length of Stay

® Patients stayed in the hospital an average of 1.7 days following a total knee replacement.

e 3.1% of patients experienced an extended postoperative length of stay; that is, after accounting for patient
risk, they stayed in the hospital longer than expected. The average postoperative stay for these patients was

6.2 days.
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Medicare Payments

® The average Medicare fee-for-service payment for a total knee replacement hospitalization was $12,294.

® The average Medicare fee-for-service payment for a total knee replacement hospitalization with an extended
postoperative length of stay was $14,401.

Rate calculations: Hospitalization rates above were based on Pennsylvania residents (18,939 hospital stays or 93.2% of all 20,329 hospitalizations for total knee
replacement) using PHC4 discharge data and 2020 US Census Bureau population figures.
