This brief focuses on 12 outpatient procedures commonly performed in Pennsylvania, with specific data shown for Somerset County.

1in 13 County Residents. In FY 2015, 5,964 (1 in 13) Somerset County residents underwent at least

one of the following 12 common outpatient procedures in a Pennsylvania (PA) facility. Some of these

residents had multiple outpatient visits, for a total of 7,007 visits for these procedures.
